1.0	AIMS


to achieve and consolidate a position which enables competition at the highest possible level for the benefit of local athletes, namely:


to attain and consolidate National League status for track & field competition.


to successfully compete at Midland & National cross-country and road relay championships





2.0	SCOPE


the Composite Team will cover senior men’s and women’s competition across all disciplines (track & field, cross-country and road relays)


for track & field, the Composite Team will compete in the Midland League:


men – the current teams of Bristol ‘A’ (Div1), Yate ‘A’ (Div3) and Bristol ‘B’ (Div5) will be replaced by Composite Teams A (Div1), B (Div3) & C (Div5)


women – the current teams of Yate ‘A’ & Bristol ‘A’ (Div 2) will be replaced by Composite Teams ‘A’ (Div 2) & ‘B’ (lowest division)


for track & field, additionally, the Composite Team will compete in cup competition


for cross-country and road relays the Composite Team will compete in the Midland & National championships


the local clubs retain their own identity for separate club competition at Avon T&F and for the Gwent and Avalon leagues and also for all young athletes events.





3.0	MEMBERSHIP


the membership will be all those eligible (fully paid up) members of the member Clubs


any member must be a member of a local club, where local is defined as those clubs within the Avon Athletics Association, however, under the “Higher Competition Club “rule athletes from other clubs may be accepted to compete for the Composite Team.


there will be no membership fee for those athletes who are members of the member clubs





4.0	OPERATION


the Composite Team’s management committee shall comprise the Chairman, Secretary, Treasurer, each member Club shall having equal representation on the committee


the Composite Team shall have separate finances from the member clubs


the Treasurers of each club have evaluated the anticipated finances for the Composite Team and consider that there will be no additional cost burden on the member clubs 


the Composite Team shall pay all affiliation fees relating to competition by the Team


the only additional costs for athletes is the purchase of a new vest


Team Managers will be from the member clubs

sports funding or sponsorship gained through the single focus of the Composite Team and from recognition of the strength of athletics in Avon through the Composite Team
